Washington D.C. and Virginia Restaurants
--and the neighborhoods where they’re located--
The Washington D.C. area is filled with wonderful restaurants in every price range.  We are particularly rich in a multitude of ethnic restaurants.  Vegetarian meals are available at many restaurants and are not listed separately.  Near the hotel is Pentagon Row, which has a variety of good choices, as do nearby Crystal City restaurants.  There are far too many restaurants to list more than a few.  They are listed here by type of cuisine with a notation about location.  We’ve tried to leave out the most expensive places, but one or two may have ended up on the list anyway, due to our fading memories.
Check with the concierge about the need for reservations, general price range, and specific directions.  Or go to http://washingtonian.com/dining and search by location, cuisine, price, or restaurant name.  Although most places in Washington are accessible by Metro, some are not, most notably Georgetown.  You can get to Old Town Alexandria using Metro and then taking a shuttle to the shopping and restaurant area.  A taxi from the hotel to Georgetown should cost about $15; to Old Town, about $12-13.  There is usually an additional charge for additional passengers.
